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-Tourist visas for guests in Heidelberg-

	Where to apply

	Applicants need to consult a German embassy or a consulate-general of the Federal Republic of Germany either in their home country or country of residence.


	Conditions

	Tourist visas will only be granted if:

· The presence of the guest is not detrimental to the interests of the Federal Republic of Germany; 
· The guest is financially secure during her/his stay in Germany; evidence supportive thereof will be requested.
If your application is denied, the embassy isn’t under any obligation to justify its decision.


	Duration

	Generally, tourist visas are issued for a maximum of three months. 

Applications are decided on a case-by-case basis.

Longer stays must be requested at the German embassy before entering the country.

As a rule, tourist visa renewals in Germany are impossible. 


	Declaration of commitment (Verpflichtungserklärung)

	German embassy or consulates often request this document if you wish to invite overseas guests to Germany.

Where and How?

In Heidelberg, the form can be collected from any Local Administration Office.

The following items will be requested:

· Statements of earnings (e.g. salary statement, notice of pension granted, notice of assessment);
· Tenancy agreement; 
· Passport or identity card and - if applicable - residence permit of the host.
A processing fee of € 25.00 applies.

The DAI may certify evidence showing that the host can sufficiently house and financially support the guest.
Important: Declarants must sign the document in person. A power of attorney cannot sign the declaration on your behalf. By signing the declaration of commitment, declarants are committing themselves to the reimbursement of any public grants given to the guest. These may include housing, health and nursing care, and other costs arising in connection with the guest’s departure. Travel insurance for your guest is recommended.
